Definition:

Social Pharmacy is the branch of pharmacy that deals with the role of medicines in society
and how social, cultural, behavioral, and economic factors influence the use of
medicines.

It connects pharmaceutical sciences with social sciences like sociology, psychology, and
public health.

Key Concept:
Social Pharmacy focuses on understanding how people perceive, use, and manage

medicines in real life — not just their chemical or therapeutic properties.

Scope of Social Pharmacy:
. Public Health: Role of pharmacists in promoting health and preventing disease.
. Health Education: Educating patients about proper drug use.
. Pharmacoeconomics: Study of cost-effectiveness of drugs and treatments.
. Pharmacoepidemiology: Study of the use and effects of drugs in large populations.
. Social and Behavioral Aspects: Understanding patients’ beliefs and behaviors
toward medicines.

. Health Policy and Ethics: Developing policies for safe and rational drug use.

7. Community Pharmacy Practice: Improving patient care and community well-

being.
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Importance of Social Pharmacy:
Promotes rational use of medicines
Helps in understanding patient compliance/adherence
Improves doctor—pharmacist—patient relationships
Encourages pharmacovigilance (reporting adverse drug reactions)

Supports health promotion campaigns (e.g., vaccination, anti-tobacco, etc.)

Subfields of Social Pharmacy:
1. Pharmacoepidemiology — Drug usage patterns and outcomes in populations.
2. Pharmacoeconomics — Cost-benefit and cost-effectiveness analysis of drugs.
3. Pharmacy Practice Research — Studies on how pharmacy services affect health.
4. Sociobehavioral Pharmacy — Study of human behavior in relation to medicines.

5. Health Policy and Ethics — Laws, regulations, and moral aspects in pharmacy.

Role of Pharmacist in Social Pharmacy:
Acts as health educator and counselor
Ensures safe and effective drug use
Promotes rational prescribing and dispensing
Participates in public health programs
